PROGRAM

We offer an MSc program that is
completed between four to six
semesters. The MSc degree is based
on either coursework or the option of
reduced coursework with the design
and defense of a research-based
thesis.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

The minimum requirement for

admission is a four year honours degree

or equivalent, with an average standing
of at least second class honours (B-)
in the last four semesters or two

years of study. Relevant professional
experience may be required.
