PROGRAM
Students may choose one of two  
study options: i) Thesis and complete 
a minimum of 2.0 credits (4 courses) 
ii) Major research paper as part of 4.0 
credits of coursework (6 courses and  
a 1.0 credit major paper).

Students also participate in the 
professional seminar, which provides 
opportunities to enhance professional 
and practical skills related to their 
degree and beyond.

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Students require a 4 year honours 
BA (or equivalent) with a B+ average 
over the last 2 years of study. They 
must also have a familiarity with the 
discipline of sociology, including a 
basic understanding of sociological 
theory and methodology. Two academic 
letters of references and a statement 
of interest are also required.

FUNDING
Students are guaranteed financial 
support through teaching 
assistantships and/or scholarships. 
Students also have the opportunity to 
participate as research assistants on 
various projects when available. Our 
students have used their MA degree 
as preparation for doctoral studies or 
to enter the labour market and pursue 
careers in government, with non-profit 
organizations, or in the private sector.

FACULTY AND FACILITIES
There are currently 29 faculty in the 
department with backgrounds in 
Sociology, Anthropology, or a related 
discipline. The Department maintains 
Blackwood Hall, Room 214 as a common 
study space for graduate students.

The department has a computer lab 
for the exclusive use of Sociology 
and Anthropology graduate students. 
Research software (including NVivo, 
STATA and SPSS) are available for use 
in this lab. Other computer facilities 
are available both in the library, and in 
Computer Services.
